Notes for AMBROSE KEITZER:

Besides being a farmer, Ambrose was a stationary engineer for the Eire Railroad for 40 years.  A stationary engineer was someone who ran the boilers at the railroad yards to heat the buildings.

Ambrose's nickname was "Court." (per Phil Keller).  But no one (alive) knows why.

Ambrose ran the pump station for the steam engines.  The pumps were powered by a coal-powered steam engine. The pump house was often filled with hobos in the winter because it was warm.  Because the hobos didn't bathe regularly, the smell of body odor was terrible.   Ambrose had a wheelbarrow to borrow a little coal for his own use.    This was the Chicago and Atlantic railroad, which came to Monterey in October 16, 1882.  It gave a substantial boost to the local economy.

Ambrose Keitzer and Elmer Johnson motored to Rochester Monday evening, according to the Monterey Herald,  August 29, 1918.

In the 1910 census his occupation was listed as "laborer for R.R."  He also owned a farm.  Also, his grandaughter Burnice was living with he and his wife Elizabeth in 1910.  His wife's mother was listed as having been born in Pennsylvania, which contradicts what Elizabeth's two brothers said on this same census! 

In 1880 census, Joseph Brucker, aged 25 was living with Ambrose.  He is listed as "brother-in-law."

In 1900 census, he is listed as a farmer.  In the 1920 census, he listed his occupation as "engineer."  Also, in the 1920 census it listed "Bernice", aged 12, as living with him and his wife.

On April 17, 1919 Mary Keitzer and her daughter Bernice went to South Bend for a week to visit relatives.

More About AMBROSE KEITZER:

Degree: was a stationary engineer for the eire Railroad

Notes for MARY ELIZABETH BRUCKER:

Was one of the charter members of the St. Anne married ladies Altar Society, which was organized in 1873-1875. 

On February 27, 1919 Mary received a surprise birthday party in her honor at the home of her daughter, Mrs. Ed Keller.  It was for her 63rd birthday.  Mrs. John Kline (my grandmother!) attended.

The following people attended mary's funeral in January 1928: all her children, J. P. Kelley and Agnes Kelly of Indianapolis; N. Huart and M. Liberanen and two sons of Edgerton, Ohio; John Widman of Columbia city; Mr. and Mrs. William Landgraff; Mrs. John burns of Mishawaka; Glen bolinger of south bend; Dean Brugh of South Bend; Mr. and Mrs. G. A. Fawble of Hobart; Mrs. mart Irvin of Rochester, Indiana; Mr. and Mrs. George Scheffer; Harry Schaeffer and Edell Mayhew of Logansport.

On January 12, 1928 mary was "spending the week" at her daugher Dora's home. 

On January 19, 1928 Mary was listed as "seriously ill" while at the home of her daughter Dora.

Mary's obituary on January 26, 1928 says she was "a highly esteemed lady of Monterey."  She passed away Friday evening at the home of her son-in-law and daughter Mr. and Mrs. Ed Keller, following a ten day's illness with pneumonia.  Mrs. keitzer was born in Seneca County, Ohio and would have been 72 years old next month.  Most of her life was spent in Monterey, as she came to that vicinity when a small child with her parents, Mr. and Mrs. Casper Brucker.  She was married to Mr. Keitzer in November 1875. Surviving are one son and four daughters--William E. Keitzer and Mrs. Ed Keller of Monterey, Mrs. John Kline of Mishawaka, Mrs. L. M. Kelly of Indianapolis, Mrs. G. C. Bolinger of South Bend.  There are also nine grandchildren.  The funeral was held Monday morning at St. Ann's Catholic church at Monterey, with services by Rev. Heummer. Internment was made in the cemetery west of town.

Notes for MARY JANE KEITZER:

Was a member of St. Joseph's church, Mishawaka, Indiana.  Belonged to the Rosary society and the Knights of Columbus auxiliary.

According to Kate Wallace, Jennie was a "sweet woman."  Although she died of pneumonia, her death several months after that of her husband's was probably a major contributor to her death. She was in and out of the hospital several months before her death.  She had lost the will to live.

After Jennie was married, she was a homemaker. Catherine says that she was "an ambitious homemaker," ie. she worked hard to keep a good house.  In those days women rarely worked outside the house.  She was a good seamstress, and may have done work for other people.  She did stop sewing when she got older, because she felt that too much sewing could make a person" nervous."  Her education level was finishing the 8th grade.  She did make clothes for Catherine.

For recreation, she and her husband played cards with other couples.  One game they played was called "Pedro," which was similar to bridge.  She also belonged to the Knights of Columbus Ladies Auxiliary, and bowled with her husband.

She and John courted for three years before they were married.  For the first nine months of their relationship, she called him "Mr. Kline," and he called her "Miss Keitzer."  She was 29 when she married; John was 36.  In those days this was old to be married for the first time.

Jennie had a good sense of humor, and was fun to be around.  Catherine remembers her as "happy" and "jolly."

More About MARY JANE KEITZER:

Cause of Death: pneumonia (sick for one week)

Had a hysterectomy--that's why she only had one child.

Notes for JOHN N. KLINE:

John was a member of the Knights of Columbus Lodge 1878 (he was an active social member, playing cards and bowling), and Holy Name and St. Joseph societies.  He was also an avid bowler, as was his wife Jennie.  One of his bowling teams was called the "Big Bens."   John was tall and had a pleasant disposition.  He only finished 4th grade, but had a natural predisposition for mathematics, and could solve math problems quickly.

He worked for the railroad for 20 years (New York Central), but was eventually laid off. After that he worked for Dodge Manufacturing, and after that worked for a furniture company, Bike-Web Manufacturing, in his later years. He had to work on Saturday nights at the furniture store.   He and Jennie also made a trip to Florida.

John and Jennie's neighborhood was blue collar middle class.  There was still a lot of farming on the outskirts on Mishawaka in those days.

Catherine remembers John as "kind."  He had a good sense of humor, but not as good as his wife Jenny.

John had lived in Mishawaka since 1872 (65 years).  He was buried December 27, 1937 at 10 AM. Viewing was in his residence (the parlour).

Notes for CATHERINE ELIZABETH KLINE:

     Catherine was an only child.  She was born at home, and was delivered by a new, young doctor in town.  The doctor also registered her birth.  She lived at 723 E. 3rd St., Mishawaka, Indiana from 1909 to 1938.  It was a two story white frame house (and in 1991 still was).  It had a living room, kitchen, and a parlor (where you entertained special guests, or where you laid out a dead body for viewing).  There was also a "special" room of the dining room called the "library."  The house had a bathroom, but when they first moved in it had a prefab bath at the "end of the lot."  The bathtub in this one was tin.  Upstairs there were two bedrooms, both of which had closets.  The house had a basement with a floor of hard-packed clay.  Catherine's mom had shelves there where she stored preserved fruits, vegetables, etc.

     On one side of the house was a vacant lot where the neighborhood kids (Catherine included played).  They played games such as tag, ball, red light-green light, "run sheepie run," and "stone school."  Stone school was where one kid was the teacher, and hid a stone in her fists.  If you guessed which hand the stone was in, you advanced one grade.  First kid to go through all grades became the teacher.  All the kids wanted to be the teacher.

One big event for kids was seeing an airplane--they were rare then.  Another "big" event was when the medicine show came to town.  They would set up a stage on a vacant lot, perform some entertainment, and then between acts walk through the crowd selling "medicine."  Catherine said neither she nor her parents ever bought any.  

Three of Catherine's childhood friends were Mary Rudduck (whose parents owned a dairy), Berneice Marsh, and Nellie Houston.

Stephen Weber remembers Catherine as " a robust, very pretty little girl, with dark curls."  Her mom never spanked her, but she remembers her dad spanking her once when she was about nine.  Her dad got after her because she"rang the bell too much."  However, Catherine admitted that as a child she was a "goody two shoes," and didn't get into much trouble.

Catherine's first job was at a coal and ice company.  She was an office worker--did letters and kept records.  One of her co-workers was strange; she was a "marathon" worker (ie. workaholic) who sometimes wouldn't speak to Catherine for six weeks at a time.  Also, she wouldn't let Catherine wait on customers who came to the office counter.  Catherine got tired of all this, and quit after about one year.

When Catherine was a child, there was no pizza or McDonald's.  In fact, people did not eat out very much at all.  They did have ice cream parlors.

When Catherine was out of high school, she used to go to dances.  She would go to dances at Notre Dame University, like the sophomore Cotillion, or sometime "big bands" would tour through South Bend.  Anyone could buy a ticket; they didn't just go and listen, they danced as well.  Catherine never went "stag;" she always went with a date.

South Bend/Mishawaka had ethnic communities.  it had the 2nd largest contingent of Belgians in the Midwest.  The Belgian Catholics had their own church--it was named after Saint Bavo.  There were three Catholic churches in Mishawaka, St. Leo, St. Monica, and St. Joesph.  St. Joesph's was the oldest.  There were no other major ethnic concentrations in Mishawaka, but there were a large number of Poles in South Bend.  They, too, had their own Catholic churches.  There were also some Protestants in the area: Methodists (this church was large, and had chimes played by a blind man), Episcopalians, Presbyterians, and fundamentalists.  Catherine doesn't remember any Lutheran churches.  She did say there was a Jewish synagogue in South Bend.  The grocery man that their family bought from was Jewish.

Aside from goldfish (which died quickly), Catherine only had one pet--a dog.  Unfortunately, a lady fed it raw bacon, and it died.  It was small and white.  Catherine was 4 or 5 at the time.

Catherine also tried to ride horses, without much success.  She also tried to learn how to swim, but she didn't do well at this, either, since she was afraid of water.

Her parents didn't argue in front of her--they had a rule, "never go to bed angry," which they followed.   

Catherine attended St. Joseph's Catholic grade school through the 8th grade.  Her 1st grade teacher was Sister Benedicta; her second grade teacher was Sister Roberta, whom she didn't like because the sister rapped her knuckles for talking in class.  Her third grade teacher Was Sister Isabella.  Catherine always liked school and never had any academic trouble.  Her parents believed in the value of education, and encouraged her to go to college.

Catherine attended high school at a girl's boarding school in Adrian, Michigan, run by the Sisters of St. Dominic.  She graduated in May 1927, and lived at home in Mishawaka until she moved to Alexandria, VA. during World War II in the 1940s. 

Family vacations: Catherine says she and her parents went once to Niagara Falls, along with "Aunt Carrie" (Bolinger).  They also went to Glasgow, Montana to visit one of her dad's sisters.  They lived on a ranch, which they had got through homesteading.  Catherine remembers riding horses bareback.  They got to go free because her dad worked for the railroad.

Catherine remembers being very close to her mother.  They were best friends, and Catherine could share her "boyfriend secrets" without fear that they would be revealed.  She remembers shopping with her mother for clothes and groceries.  In those days there were no multi-item grocery stores--each food had its own store.  They used to food shop on Saturday evenings.  Catherine and her mom didn't have a car, so they had to walk to each store

Catherine was close friends with Kate Myer, who later married the brother of Catherine's husband.  Kate and Catherine used to go on "road trips" together.  Once they went by train to Biloxi, MS and New Orleans.  They just looked around and ate at nice places.  Thier last road trip ended in a car accident--while they were in Michigan up near Lake Superior, a car coming the other way crossed the median line and ran into them.  Catherine suffered a broken hand, and Kate had some cuts and cracked ribs.  Their car was a total loss.  They were taken to a small private hospital called the Ford Hospital and received very good care.  Since there were no witnesses, the police didn't give anyone a ticket. 

On May 16, 1943, Catherine was in Panama City Florida with Louise ?

On September 5, 1918 mom and her parents returned to Mishawaka after spending a week with her grandparents Ambrose and Mary Keitzer.
